Spring Term Newsletter
Literacy: Writing
We will be starting the term using the story ‘The Day the Crayons Quit’ to help us write a persuasive letter. This will be taught through the Talk 4 Writing structure, as used during the Autumn Term. We will also be learning and performing Poetry, and reading and writing our own stories with Historical settings. 
Handwriting will continue to be a big focus throughout all written work. Please continue to encourage this at home, and practise where possible.
Literacy: Reading
Reading books will continue to be changed on a Monday, Wednesday and Friday. It is the responsibility of the children to ensure that their reading book is in the box on these days so that it is changed. Dojo points are awarded for each read at home, with certificates given on a Friday during Celebration Assembly. 
In Guided Reading, we will be focusing on different skills required to answer a variety of reading comprehension questions. These skills include; inference, prediction, making links and summarising, whilst still improving on fluency and reading with expression. Please see attached Year Two Reading information for advice on how to best support reading at home in preparation for the Year Two assessments.
Literacy: SPAG (Spelling, Punctuation and Grammar)
Spellings tests will continue throughout the term. They will be set on a Friday and tested the following Friday. Usually, the words set will follow a particular spelling rule that we have been focusing on during our SPAG lessons that week. 

Maths
This half-term we shall be developing practical skills to solve multiplication and division problems, learning how to read and interpret information using tally charts and pictograms, exploring 2D and 3D shape in more depth, and using and applying fractions.
Each week, Mathletics homework will be set. This will link to our learning that week. Tasks are set on a Friday and must be complete by the end of the day on Wednesday. Homework that is not complete on time, will result in a loss of lunch time the following day in order to complete the task, as per our policy.
By the end of Year Two, all children must know and be able to apply their 2, 5 and 10 times tables. We practice Times Table Rock Stars daily, and Mental Arithmetic tests are incorporated into our maths lessons to ensure fluency and efficiency in answering calculations. Please do continue to use TTRS at home, and practice these times tables regularly.


Topic
Our topic this half term is ‘Adventure Across the Atlantic’. As this topic has a Geography focus, we will begin our topic with a local walk of Stanground. We will then look further afield to a non-European contrasting area in America. Using maps, images and a variety of resources, the children will compare and contrast the two areas. They will also learn to identify key areas, and features on a map in addition to locating the continents and oceans of the world.

Homework
A half-termly homework project will be set on Friday 17th January. As usual, you will have until the end of the half-term to complete this. The standard of the homework last half term was fantastic. I look forward to seeing what is produced this time around! Please keep an eye out for this letter in book bags next week.
As mentioned above, Mathletics is set weekly. Should you have any trouble accessing this at home, please do come and see me so that we are able to resolve the issue.

P.E.
We have P.E. on a Tuesday and Thursday, however this is subject to change. Please ensure that P.E. kits are in school on a Monday and stay in school (unless sent home by school) until Friday. This will ensure that your child has their P.E. kit should they need it.
